Mayor’s Minute

Future Road Closure- Covington Bridge Closure 
 

There is an 
upcoming Covington 

Rd. bridge project 
tentintavitely 

starting the week of 
April 20th (weather 

permitting) south of 
Palo.  It will take 

approximately 4-5 
months to finish.   
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Ingredients 
• 3 cans buttermilk biscuits (the non-flaky ones)  
• 1 cup granulated sugar 
• 2 tsp. cinnamon (add more if you like cinnamon) 
• 1 cup butter 
• 1/2 cup brown sugar (Can be light or dark brown sugar) 

Directions 
1. Preheat the oven to 350°F. 
2. Open all 3 cans of biscuits and cut each biscuit into quarters. 
3. Combine the white sugar with the cinnamon. Dump these into a 1-gallon zip-top bag and 

shake to combine. 
4. Drop all the biscuit quarters into the cinnamon-sugar mixture. Once all the biscuit quarters 

are in the bag, seal it and give it a vigorous shake. This will get all those pieces unstuck from 
one another and nicely coated with cinnamon-sugar. Spread these nuggets out evenly in the 
Bundt pan. 

5. Melt the butter together with 1/2 cup of brown sugar in a saucepan over medium-high heat. 
Cook butter-sugar mixture, stirring for a few minutes until the two become one. Once the 
brown sugar butter has become one color, you can pour it over the biscuits. 

6. Bake for about 35 to 40 minutes until the crust is a deep dark brown on top. When it's 
finished cooking, remove it from the oven. Allow it to cool for about 15 to 30 minutes before 
turning it over onto a plate. Enjoy!
